
Magnetic Hill Zoo Camp 
Please read all camp protocols. 

All campers will be given a camp hat and are required to 
wear their camp hat during all outdoor acƟviƟes for idenƟfi-
caƟon purposes and for protecƟon from the sun. 

During camp, campers may be videotaped or photographed 
by or on behalf of the MHZoo. AƩendance at camp serves as 
permission for use of these images for the promoƟon of the 
Zoo’s educaƟon programs. Parents can opt out of this policy 
by indicaƟng on their child’s registraƟon form. 

No refunds are given if a cancellaƟon is received within 14 
days of the first day of camp in which a camper is registered 
(some excepƟons apply). 

Parents/guardians will be required to pick up their child 
within one hour of noƟficaƟon of illness.   

Zoo Camp reserves the right to change which weekday the 9
-13 year olds aƩend the Magic Mountain water park in or-
der to take advantage of  the best possible weather fore-
cast. 

If a camper is deliberately physically and/or verbally aggres-
sive towards other camper(s) or staff, the camper will be 
immediately dismissed from camp for the remainder of the 
day.  

Upon consultaƟon between parents and staff, the camper 
may be permiƩed to return to camp the next day. However, 
if a second incident occurs during the same week, the camp-
er will be dismissed from camp for the remainder of the 
week.  

Parents/guardians will be required to pick up their child 
within an hour of being noƟfied of the aforemenƟoned inci-
dent(s).  

Physical aggressive behaviour is defined as hiƫng, punch-
ing, kicking, biƟng, hair pulling, stomping on toes, shoving, 
nonverbal inƟmidaƟon or other behaviours with the intent 
to cause physical harm. 

Verbal aggressive behaviour is defined as inappropriate, 
abusive or discriminatory language; bullying; verbal inƟmi-
daƟon; racial slurs; uƩering threats or other behaviours Campers with  

additional needs 
Zoo Camp welcomes all campers and strives to include and 
support campers with addiƟonal needs. Campers with addi-
Ɵonal needs may aƩend camp with or without a caregiver, 
depending on their ability to take part in daily camp pro-
gramming and if they require a caregiver in an educaƟonal 
seƫng during the school year.  

A caregiver is required for campers who have caregivers in 
educaƟonal insƟtuƟons/home school seƫngs and/or if a 
camper is not able to parƟcipate during a camp day on their 
own, due to addiƟonal needs. The caregiver receives free 
admission to zoo camp however; admission to the Magic 
Mountain water park is not included.  

If the Zoo staff determine that a camper requires a caregiver 
in order to ensure a posiƟve camp experience for that 
camper and the other campers in their group, the parents/
guardians will be required to provide a caregiver or an alter-
naƟve arrangement. 

The French and English programs will run simultaneously 
and independently of each other.  

Zoo camp is not a second language immersion program. The 
leaders will only converse with and provide instrucƟon to 
the campers in the language of the program in which the 
camper is registered. (ie. No simultaneous translaƟon.) 

If possible, a camper will be moved to a program deemed 
suitable for their language needs if they are unable or un-
willing to speak/understand the program. 

However, if all camps are full, and the child does not have 
the ability and willingness to speak English or French while 
at camp, parents/guardians must provide translaƟon/
interpretaƟon. If no translator/interpreter is provided, the 
camper will be sent home for the rest of the week without a 
refund.
